The
National Bureau of Economic Research (NBER), which is the official arbiter of U.S. business cycles,
dates the beginning at December 2007, yet there are signs of an economic slowdown as far back as early
2006.Business cycles are easy to see in retrospect from the data. The broadest indicator of economic
activity is real gross domestic product (GDP), which is the sum of consumption expenditure (C),
investment expenditure (I), government expenditure (G), and expenditures on net exports (NX). Most
recessions are caused by a decrease in total expenditure on domestic goods and services.

Introduction

The World Taekwondo Federation (WTF) is one of the largest international sport federations with
205 member nations including approximately 80 million practitioners worldwide
(www.wtf.org/wtf_eng/site/about_wtf/intro.html). In this sport's relative young history, several
significant milestones have been passed such as inclusion as an official Olympic medal sport for the
2000 Sydney Games by 1994, just six years after holding demonstration sport status at the 1088
Seoul Games. At the 2012 Games in London 63 nations were represented by 128 athletes. Along with
the success of tackwondo as an Olympic sport, participants representing numerous physical and
 intellectual impairments have represented the Paralympic movement via different taekwondo
competition formats (full contact sparring (i.e. kyorugi) and pattern presentation (i.e., poomsae). In
2015, tackwondo was officially included to the 2020 Paralympic Games program. Along with this
addition, the tackwondo community has been fostering other partnerships with groups, such as the
International Federation for Persons with Intellectual Disability, International Blind Sports
Federation, and the Cerebral Palsy International Sports and Recreation Association.
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In 2009, the 1st World Para-taekwondo Championships were held in Baku, Azerbaijan where 38
competitors (representing four disability classes; athletes with upper-limb amputations) from 19
countries participated. In 2013 the 4th World Para-tackwondo Championships were held with 86
competitors representing 25 WTF member nations. Current full-contact sparring championships
include four classes of athletes with upper-arm amputations and peripheral neurological
impairments.

Methods

Athletes participating in this study executed five kicks (offensive turning Kkick, fast kick, cut kick,
jump back kick, and tornado kick) used during Para-taekwondo competition. Each athlete
performed five repetitions of the five kicks in blocked randomization. All kicks were performed at
torso height asthe WTF para-tackwondo competition rules prohibit head kicks.

Although it is understood that sparring performance is a multitude of various physical attributes
(speed, agility, reaction time, execution time, strategy, timing, POWeT, distance management, etc.ywe
aimed to observe the most common techniques used during sparring in the most realistic, however
controlled, environment as possible. In an effort to ensure this environment existed, participants
were asked to execute each technique as quickly as possible in response to an LED light situated near
the kicking target. Participants executed each technique atotal of five times yielding 25 total trials.

Motion capture data were collected using seven MX-13 Vicon infrared cameras (Vicon Motion
Capture Systems Ltd., Oxford, England) and two BP400600 AMTI force plates (Advanced
Mechanical Technology, Inc., Watertown, MA USA). Kinematic data were collected at 150 Hz.
Ground reaction force data and the LED analog signal were used to obtain reaction time were
collected at 1500 Hz. Kicking speeds, joint angles, and body positions were obtained by using a 40
retro-reflectivemarker set with markers placed onbony anatomical landmarks.

Participants

Six elite sparring (3 femnale [22 +5 years, 170 +5 ¢, 67 +3 kg] 3 male [22 5 years, 170 £5 cm, 67+3
kg]) competitors volunteered for this study. All participants reported more than 10 years of
tackwondo experience and were members of a first division university sparring team.

Testing Procedures

This study was approved by an internal ethics board of the WTF adhering to the Helsinki Accord.
Participants were orally briefed on the study objectives, testing procedures, and were provided an
informed consent to sign prior to participation. All participants were asked to warm-up prior to
testing and given a period of time to become familiar with the testing protocol. Participants were
asked to execute all techniques with both feet on two force plates, and were instructed to engage in
natural footwork movements prior to kicking. A teammate was asked to hold the kicking target
(hand-held pad for all kicks and a kicking shield for the jump back kick) at an individually
determined distance from the kicking stance. All athletes were prompted to kick by the LED light
flashing, by which time the athlete was to execute the selected kick as quickly as possible.

CGST is applicable on the supply of goods and services of standard services and
commodities which can be amended periodically by a specialized body under the
central government. The revenue collected under CGST belongs to the central
government. The input tax is given to the state governments which they can utilize
only against the payment of CGST.

2. State Goods & Services Tax (SGST)

the 2016 GST bill. Various taxations and levies under the state authority are
subsumed by SGST as one uniform taxation. It includes the amalgamation of State

state authority through one uniform taxation- SGST.

Under Article 269A of the Indian Constitution, the inter-state trade and commerce
activities that involve the movement of commodities and services shall be levied
with an integrated tax (IGST) under the GST regime. The Government of India will
collect the revenue under IGST. Further changes can be made by the Goods and
Services Tax Council of India.
4, Union Territory Goods & Services Tax (UTGST)
As we have already learned about CGST and SGST which are intra-state taxations
and IGST which is inter-state, the union territories in India are accounted under a
specialized taxation called Union Territory Goods and Services Tax as per the GST
regime 2016. It will subsume the various taxations, levies and duties with one
uniform taxation in Union Territories as well.
